PIERRE RISSIENT
(French film legend, subject of Todd McCarthy’s documentary, Pierre Rissient: Man of Cinema)
From award-winning writer Steven Peros, author of the play and screenplay for The Cat’s Meow (directed by Peter Bogdanovich) and twice-published Samuel French playwright, comes FOOTPRINTS, a haunting, hopeful and unforgettable mystery. The film chronicles a young woman’s journey of discovery on Hollywood Boulevard in one day, from sunrise to sunset.

Sybil Temtchine (Ten Benny, Passion of Ayn Rand) stars as a young woman who wakes up at dawn on the handprints and footprints of the famed Chinese Theatre in Hollywood with no idea who she or how she got there.  Upon awakening, she wonders if she isn’t, in fact, lost in a dream.  And perhaps she is…

Regardless of whether she is dreaming or wide awake, Our Gal sets off on her journey, from one person to the next, one famous locale after the other. Among the Hollywood fringe denizens with whom she comes into contact are a pair of tour guides (Charley Rossman, John Brickner), two super hero impersonators (Catherine Bruhier, Riley Weston), a Scientology auditor (Joe Roseto), and a poster shop owner (R.J. Cantu). She also finds herself disquietingly followed by a Stranger (Kirk Bovill) who may be real or a figment of her unsteady imagination.

Although her feet only fleetingly leave Hollywood Boulevard, by sundown Our Gal will piece together the revelatory truth about her existence and the reason for her awakening, forcing her to make choices that will literally result in either her life… or death.

In their heart-breaking portrayals of two veterans of the boulevard and all it represents, FOOTPRINTS marks the return to the big screen of The Searchers’ Pippa Scott and H. M. Wynant (The Twilight Zone, Sam Fuller’s Run of the Arrow, Budd Boetticher’s Decision at Sundown).

Steven Peros – Writer/Director/PRODUCER

Steven Peros is an award-winning, twice-published Samuel French playwright, with credits in Film, Television, and Theatre. His research into a mysterious 1924 death on board William Randolph Hearst's yacht (in the company of Charlie Chaplin, Marion Davies, and Louella Parsons), led to his original screenplay, The Cat's Meow directed by Peter Bogdanovich, and starring Kirsten Dunst, Eddie Izzard, Edward Herrmann, Cary Elwes and Jennifer Tilly. The film screened to much acclaim at film festivals worldwide and appeared on a dozen year-end “Ten Best” lists, including Film Comment and U.S. major dailies.

The 1997 Los Angeles World Premiere of The Cat's Meow, his play on the same topic, had an extended nine-week run, garnering rave reviews from The Los Angeles Times, Daily Variety, CBS Radio, and many others in the print and radio press.  The stage play has since been published by Samuel French. 

Steven has just completed directing a second independent feature, The Undying, a romantic thriller with supernatural overtones, starring Emmy nominee Robin Weigert, and Avatar’s Wes Studi.  

In 1994, Steven directed the Los Angeles World Premiere of his full-length play, Karlaboy, a ghost story set against the studio system of 1950’s Hollywood, for which he   received a Drama-Logue Critics Award for Outstanding Achievement in Writing. It has also been published by Samuel French.  Also in the Old Hollywood vein, Steven penned three episodes of AMC’s Emmy-award winning 2001 comedy series, The Lot.

Steven is a graduate of New York University's Film School where he wrote and directed a half-hour film, Old Clowns Don't Bite, which received a then-record five awards at the school's prestigious film festival including Best Director, Screenplay, and a Judge's Citation for Achievement in Black Comedy.  It was televised as part of the PBS series, Off Hollywood. 

CHRISTOPHER CALIENDO – COMPOSER


Christopher Caliendo won accolades in 2007 for his original Fox scores for two John Ford silent classics, Four Sons and The Iron Horse, which debuted at The Venice Film Festival and landed on Film Score Monthly’s top ten film scores for 2007.  
In 2005, Christopher became the first composer in motion picture history to re-score a major studio sound feature – the restoration and re-release of Sam Peckinpah’s epic Western, Major Dundee, starring Charlton Heston and Richard Harris. Intrada Records and SONY Pictures partnered on mastering the CD soundtrack, released under the “Signature Series” of great Hollywood film scores for 2006. The DVD release has garnered world-wide praise, with esteemed film critic Leonard Maltin calling the score: “a tremendous asset and for Sam Peckinpah buffs – a great victory.”

In the world of Opera, Christopher became the first American composer in Vatican history to be twice commissioned by the Pope for the Vatican’s Encounters of Sacred Contemporary Music Festival, held in Rome, Italy. After his performance, the Vatican Press hailed him as “America’s next Gershwin.”
Footprints - CAST BIOGRAPHIES
Sybil Temtchine – Our Gal

Sybil began her career as both producer and star of Ten Benny opposite Oscar winner Adrien Brody, which premiered to rave reviews at the Sundance Film Festival and was released in theatres in 1998. Two years later, Sybil would star once again opposite Adrien Brody in Restaurant.

Soon to follow, was a starring role in Chris Menaul's Emmy-award winning Showtime Original Feature, The Passion of Ayn Rand, which premiered at the 1999 Sundance Film Festival, also stars Helen Mirren, Peter Fonda, Julie Delpy and Eric Stolz.  Sybil next starred opposite Amanda Peet, Jerry O'Connell and Tara Reid in New Line Cinema's Body Shots, directed by Michael Cristofer. 

Recently, Sybil starred in Sony Pictures’ terrifying thriller, The Cavern, which was followed by a series lead opposite Ving Rhames as the edgy, Lt. Emily Patterson on USA Network's Kojak.

Returning to her indie roots, Sybil wrote, produced, and starred in the short film, Piece A' Cake, which was invited to make its world premiere at the American Cinematheque's Egyptian Theatre in Los Angeles, and sponsored by Women in Film. The film reunited Sybil with its award-winning director Dean Pollack. The two had previously worked together in Dean's debut feature film, Show & Tell, for which Dean received the first ever Blockbuster Independent Filmmaker Award. Based on the success of their short film Piece A’ Cake, Sybil and Dean wrote and are now producing the feature film comedy, Audrey, with Executive Producers Ruth Vitale and Effie Brown.

H.M. Wynant – Victor

H.M. Wynant's many-faceted career began at age 19 when he left his hometown of Detroit, Michigan, arrived in New York City with only $125 in his pocket and a lot of ambition. Jerome Robbins hired him at his first audition, an open call for the Broadway musical High Button Shoes starring Eddie Foy.  Thus began a career in theater which included productions such as As You Like It with Katharine Hepburn, Love of Four Colonels starring Rex Harrison and Lilli Palmer, Venus Observed directed by Laurence Olivier, The Sound of Music with Shirley Jones and Teahouse of the August Moon starring David Wayne and John Forsythe. 

In 1956, RKO Pictures cast Wynant as Crazy Wolf in Sam Fuller’s Run of the Arrow, opposite Rod Steiger and Charles Bronson. A film career ensued, including leading roles in It Happened at the World’s Fair, opposite Elvis Presley, and Marlowe, opposite James Garner and Bruce Lee. 

In addition to his theatrical career in New York and his film career in Hollywood, he became part of television history by appearing in many live, dramatic television shows as well as classic episodes of The Twilight Zone, Gunsmoke, Batman, Get Smart and many, many others.

 Pippa Scott – Genevieve

Pippa Scott trained at the Royal Academy of Dramatic Arts (RADA) in London.  Miss Scott's debut was as the lead in Jed Harris' final production on Broadway of Child of Fortune, based upon Henry James' “Wings of the Dove.” Other Broadway appearances followed such as Miss Lonelyhearts, The Apollo Of Bellac, Look Back In Anger, and Mary, Mary. 

Miss Scott acted in such films as John Ford's The Searchers, Auntie Mame, Petulia, My Six Loves, Cold Turkey, and was a consistent performer in regional and summer theaters such as John Houseman's Theater Group in Los Angeles and The Williamstown Playhouse in Massachusetts. She performed in scores of episodic television productions in the 1960s, 1970s, and 1980s.

Miss Scott was a founding partner of Lorimar Productions which, as an Emmy-award winning television company, was the single largest provider of programming to the networks for two and a half decades and produced such classics as The Waltons, Dallas, Falcon Crest, Knots Landing, Eight Is Enough, The Blue Knight, Sybil, and Being There, among many others.

Miss Scott also established Linden Productions in order to develop and produce a series of documentaries related to conflict and human rights violations. The company produced a 90-minute Frontline documentary for PBS and Channel 4 in Great Britain about the hunt for the war criminal Radovan Karadzic, titled The Most Dangerous Man in the World, which took a special award at the Berlin Film Festival.
